Motion passed unanimously.

The Liberty bell shrubs will be trimmed by Steve Thompson to make the area presentable for the dedication. Rock and mulch will also be installed. The bell will be dedicated on August 25, 2016 food at the American Legion will be from 4-7, the time capsule will be extracted at 5:30, Micronesians and Milan Community Band will play at 6:00 and 6:30 and the bell dedication will take place at 7:00.

Motion was made by Council Member Hilden, Seconded by Council Member Anderson to hire Steve Thompson to paint the flag pole by the Liberty bell. Motion passed unanimously.
