Liberty bell quotes were received from Milan Blacksmith shop for the frame work and Albertson Masonry for the cement work. Combined total is approximately $5,000.00. City Clerk will see if there are any grants available. Josh will talk to someone on the Milan Community Foundation to see if they would consider a grant for a portion of the cost.

Jim Anderson reported on the Milan Ag Rates. Milan currently has 67 acres of ag land in city limits. There will be more of an update next month regarding rate changes with the difference in tax prices.

A insurance claim was submitted for the City building’s repair. Steve Kranz will be doing the repairs when there is approval from the insurance company.

Property at 330 North 3rd Street status is that the allowed time period in letters sent to the owner have passed and nothing was done. RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF MILAN

ADOPTION OF THE 
CHIPPEWA COUNTY ALL-HAZARD MITIGATION PLAN

WHEREAS, the City of Milan has participated in the hazard mitigation planning process as established under the Disaster Mitigation Act of 2000, and
WHEREAS, the Act establishes a framework for the development of a multi-jurisdictional County Hazard Mitigation Plan; and
WHEREAS, the Act as part of the planning process requires public involvement and local coordination among neighboring local units of government and businesses; and
WHEREAS, the Chippewa County Plan includes a risk assessment including past hazards, hazards that threaten the County, an estimate of structures at risk, a general description of land uses and development trends; and
WHEREAS, the Chippewa County Plan includes a mitigation strategy including goals and objectives and an action plan identifying specific mitigation projects and costs; and
WHEREAS, the Chippewa County Plan includes a maintenance or implementation process including plan updates, integration of the plan into other planning documents and how Chippewa County and the City of Milan will maintain public participation and coordination; and
WHEREAS, the Plan has been shared with the Minnesota Division of Homeland Security and Emergency Management and the Federal Emergency Management Agency for review and comment; and
WHEREAS, the Chippewa County All-Hazard Mitigation Plan will make the county and participating jurisdictions eligible to receive FEMA hazard mitigation assistance grants; and 
WHEREAS, this is a multi-jurisdictional Plan and cities that participated in the planning process may choose to also adopt the County Plan.

NOW THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the City of Milan supports the hazard mitigation planning effort and wishes to adopt the Chippewa County All-Hazard Mitigation Plan.
