City Insurance is up for renewal Clerk is to add Air Compressor that the fire department had installed.

Motion was made by Council Member Anderson, seconded by Council member Hanson for clerk to write a letter on behalf of the City to Pioneerland for the rights to new books bought to be delivered to the library that purchased them before they are shared with other Pioneerland libraries. Motion passed unanimously.
