RLF Reports were reviewed.
Motion was made by Council Member Anderson, seconded by Council Member Hanson to change Agriculture land to a rural tax rate of 88.860. Motion passed unanimously. Clerk to email Bonny Crosby and Jon Clausen about how to go about this change. 
Summer Rec donation will not be given this year due to concerns of the Council. A letter will be written and sent to Steve S.  by Mayor Ron Anderson explaining the City’s decision and why.
A meeting took place on Tuesday, April 26, 2016 with Lisa Garphanstein of MN Southwest Housing Partnership Art Place Grant. The Council was under the impression that a layout of our project would need to be submitted. That is not the protocol for this grant. When this grant is devided up between City’s it will be with discussion with a community and final decision is up to MN Southwest Housing Partnership.
Donation for Summer Rec did not pass. Mayor Anderson to write response to Steve S. as to why the council declined.

Off-sale Liquor license will be given to the legion if they comply with state and city ordinances. American Legion will look more into this before final decision. Council will make a vote once all information is presented.
Drones in the City Limits will be reviewed by making an ordinance. Clerk to be in contact with Janice Nelson the City Attorney. Clerk and Janice also to look into Solar Panel Ordinance.
City Clerk is to attend the Milanisain women of Council meeting on May16.
Eric Thompson Letter to council about his property adjoining the City’s Lot was tabled.

Discussion about adding an LED Board to Milan.

Motion was made by Council Member Hilden, seconded by Council Member Vetter to approve ACH bills totaling $3,651.92. Motion Passed unanimously.
