There would be a set time frame from sunrise to sunset, certain street that they can’t use, no passengers allowed, must have a helmet on at all times and there would be no charge for this. There will also be provisions as to golf cars lawn mowers to get a permit for this you must make a statement to the Council, register it with the clerk and must have documentation of insurance. Clerk is to email Janice the current ordinance for snowmobiles and recreational vehicles.  Clerk is also email Janice the Dangerous Dog ordinance that the city has. Council was informed that the Garage on 105 Washington Ave is going to move forward with a  motion to the court to enforce the order. If this enforcement is not complied with the City will have the rights to demolish the building and then assess the property taxes. 
Kristi Fernholz was in attendance to go over some of the housing information that was gathered. Council has agreed to have Kristi meet with Michael Elias again to see what the community thinks of more classes for home maintenance and financing to own a home; also to find out what the attraction is to our community. Clerk is to look into getting Worthington ordinance for Rental property ordinance.

Bruce mentioned that the cutting edges on the plow were worn and replacements were needed. Council member Vetter will contact the county to see if we can purchase them from them or if they have a place to purchase them from.
Clerk is to add to the water bill disconnect notice that services will not be reconnected until full payment is made to the city clerk. No exceptions.
A compost site key and key register is to be dropped off with council member Vetter for residents to use during the weekend or if the clerk is gone.

Motion made by council member Hilden, seconded by Council member Vetter to approve ACH bills totaling $6,027.08. Motion passed unanimously.
