Clerk to send in signed contract to MN Pump works. Valve flow pump in the Water Treatment plant is not working. Motion was made by Council Member Hilden, seconded by Council Member Hanson to purchase a new valve approximately $1600 and send the old one in for repair for us to have it as a spare. Motion passed unanimously.
