Council Meeting Minutes

Motion was made by Council Member Vetter, seconded by Council Member Hanson to approve Tuesday, September 6, 2016 meeting minutes. Let the meeting minutes reflect that A name change David Thompson to Steve Thompson for light by the bell. Motion passed unanimously.

Jim Nelson report was read. Jim will be treating the wells with Chlorine. One of the low flow pump is running at the Well house non stop. He will be taking it out to see if it is fixable if not he will input the extra we have on hand. The old dehumidifier is not working. It might be the condenser or coils not working. Jim will bring it to Madison to Larry’s Refrigeration. Jim will also by the end of the month hopefully have the man hole alarm installed.

· Bonny Watkins was wondering if something could be done on Hwy  going through town if we could get cars to pay more attention to the speed. Ron Anderson will contact the Hwy Dept to see if a new sign could be installed to warn motorist of the speed.

Old Business:

RLF Reports were reviewed. 

The bell dedication went off without a hitch. Lots of people showed up for it. 

Primary Election the City had no problems. 

Motion was made by Mayor Ron Anderson, seconded by Council Member Hanson to approve the sale of a 42 feet culvert at $12.92/foot which in total is $544.32 and 1 36” band at $55.00. Total amount owed to the City of Milan is $599.32. Motion passed unanimously.

New Business:

Josh Moen, John Vetter and Randy Fragodt wanted to bring to the Councils attention that they were thinking of a possible extension to the Fire Hall. Reason for this is all of the Fire Department Vehicle don’t fit properly. The Fire Hall is not able to get rid of some of the trucks because they were purchased with a grant with prohibits that. They came with on quote for approximately $130,000.00. Chippewa County might possible help with the cost of the building extension. Council is in favor of the extension but before it can go for a motion more information such as who else would be considered for donations. Council will also look at the city finances to see how they could help.

Brad Moen has found legal counsel to prepare a case against the City for his high taxes. Currently Brad does not have City Services such as water and sewer. Back when his father owned the property he put in a well and sewer. The City has offered to have the services brought to the corner of his property and he would be responsible to get it to the house. Brad has refused this option for he already has water and sewer. 

Chuck Ellingson also pays huge taxes he however does have city services. Chuck was told to contact the assessor to find out why the taxes are so high.

Lisa Graphenteen from the SouthWest Minnesota Housing Partnership (SWMHP) has informed the Milan City Council that they have been awarded the Art Place grant. The City does not put any money toward the program the whole grant funds cover the cost of the whole project. Motion was made by Council Member Vetter, seconded by Council Member Anderson to accept the Art Place Grant. Motion passed unanimously.

Motion was made by Council Member Anderson, seconded by Council Member Vetter to approve Resolution r9*16A. Motion passed unanimously. Merle Hilden abstained. 

Motion was made by Council Member Vetter, seconded by Council Member Hanson to approve Resolution R9-16B. Motion passed unanimously.

Motion was made by Council Member Hanson, seconded by Council Member Vetter to approve Resolution R9-16C. Motion passed unanimously. 

Estimate was given to the Council from Myers Electric and Infrared for lights to be put up by the bell and the flag pole. Estimate given was $1,356.00. Council would like to see a few other option before a decision is made. 

Motion was made by Council Member Vetter, seconded by Council Member Hanson to have Bruce paint lines in front of the post office for cars to park correctly. Motion passed unanimously.

City will look more into information about a LED Board. 

Motion was made by Council Member Anderson, seconded by Council Member Hilden to approve the Milan City Hall room for free use to the SNAP ED Meetings. Motion passed unanimously.

Motion was made by Council Member Vetter, seconded by Council Member Hilden to approve Mosquito spraying for once a week until the next meeting or if a cold snap comes in. Clerk is to call residents who want to know before hand and also put notices up at the Post Office, Bergen’s Prairie Market and the City Hall. Motion passed unanimously. 

Motion was made by Council Member Hanson, seconded by Council Member Hilden to set the Primary Levy for the General fund at $141,400.00 and $8600.00 for the Storm Sewer bond for a total levy at $150,000.00. Motion passed unanimously.

Motion was made by Council Member Hanson, seconded by Council Member Anderson to set the Fall Clean Up on October 8, 2016. Motion passed unanimously.

Council Member Vetter is to talk to Bruce to spray or cut the trees and weeds that growing along the dump road.

City clerk is to look at the FLAP Program for a possible option for the bike Trail.

Council looked at the possibility of the Growing on Air-Greens in a building. 

Clerk is to contact Micro Properties to see if they are still interested in investing in more apartments in the City. Council Member Hilden to roughly step off a few properties in town to see if anything would work to build more.  

Motion was made by Council Member Hanson, seconded by Council Member Anderson to approve monthly bills totaling $39,054.45. Motion passed unanimously. Mayor Anderson and Council Member Hilden abstain. 

Motion was made by Council Member Vetter, seconded by Council Member Hilden to approve ACH bills totaling $2, 861.16. Motion passed unanimously.

Motion was made by Council Member Hilden, seconded by Council Member Vetter to adjourn meeting. Motion passed unanimously.
