City Council asked the clerk to look in to the placements of Solar Panels on houses or in yards.
Motion was made by council member Hilden, seconded by council member Hanson to approve the immediate termination of any member serving on a city committee for any comments regarding ethnical, racial, religious and/or living choices of the prospect in discussion.
