 RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING GOVERNMENTAL 
UNIT TO BE A PARTY TO MINNESOTA WATER AGENCY RESPONSE NETWORK (MnWARN) 

WHEREAS, Minnesota Statutes, Section 471.59 authorizes governmental units by agreement of their governing bodies to jointly or cooperatively exercise any power common to them;
 
WHEREAS, MnWARN has been established by the adoption of a Mutual Aid Agreement (the Agreement) among Governmental Units to allow their water, wastewater and storm water utilities to assist each other in case of an emergency; 

WHEREAS, the Agreement allows other governmental units to become a party to the Agreement by the adoption of this Resolution and sending notice to the Secretary of the Statewide Committee for MnWARN; and 

WHEREAS, the governing body of the City of Milan considers it to be in the best interest of the City to be a party to the Agreement. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that the City of Milan:
 
1. Authorizes the Mayor and Clerk-Administrator-Treasurer to sign this resolution evidencing the intent of City of Milan to be a party to MnWARN; and 

2. Clerk-Administrator-Treasurer is directed to send a certified copy of this resolution and a completed membership information form to the Secretary of the Statewide Committee of MnWARN; and 


3.City of Milan agrees to comply with all terms of the Agreement.

 
IN WITNESS WHEREOF, City of Milan by action of its governing body caused this Resolution to be approved on January 7th, 2020. 

Motion was made by council member Hanson, seconded by council member Dalrymple that Storage renter Merle Hilden will be paying for 4 spots at $15/month for each spot. He will not be charged for any additional spaces as he has removed some of the items that were of concern. Motion passed unanimously.
Council has discussed the burning of the brush pile at the compost site. Mayor Anderson is to instruct Maintenance this needs to be done. Clerk is to know the date so notification can go out to some residents. 
New Business:
Motion was made by council member Hanson, seconded by council member Dalrymple to approve the classification of Parcel 60-040-0220 and 60-110-1470 for tax forfeiture. Motion passed unanimously.
Council discussed the issue with Rita Tiffany’s drive way along Lincoln Ave. It seems Milan Legion customers are parking in front of her driveway. The council feels this is the owner’s issue along with the sheriff’s department. 
Notification was given to council about possible tampering of mailboxes and packages along South 4th Street. Council feels any incident should be sent to the sheriff’s department and the postal service. Council also advises residents to get a postal box instead of the mail box to prevent any more disturbances.
Motion was made by council member Hanson, seconded by council member Dalrymple to approve SCDP Multi-Family Procedural Guidelines. Motion passed unanimously. 
Motion was made by Mayor Anderson, seconded by council member Anderson to approve SCDP Commercial Rehabilitation Policies and Procedural Guidelines. Motion passed unanimously.
Motion was made by council member Dalrymple, seconded by council member Hanson to approve SCDP Owner-Occupied Rehabilitation Policies and Procedural Guidelines. Motion passed unanimously.
Mayor has brought up to council that the July meeting every year council should receive a view of how much of our budget has been spent. Clerk is to provide this. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Motion was made by council member Anderson, seconded by council member Dalrymple to approve the city council to budget $5,000 a year for 5 years to help pay for the repaving of the bike trail, City will take care of the mowing and minor repairs to the trial. The budgeted amount will only be given to the County if pavement of the trail is to happen. This is contingent on the County taking over ownership. Clerk is to send a letter to the Commissioners. 
Motion was made by council member Dalrymple, seconded by council member Anderson to approve Mayor Anderson’s appointment of Jeff Higgins to fulfill resigning council member Vetter’s term which is set to expire December 31, 2020. Higgins first meeting is to be February 4, 2020. Motion passed unanimously.
Motion was made by council member Anderson, seconded by council member Hanson to approve ACH bills totaling $5,101.85. Motion passed unanimously.
Motion was made by council member Hanson, seconded by council member Dalrymple to approve monthly bills totaling $31,841.74. Motion passed. Mayor Anderson abstained.
Motion was made by council member Anderson, seconded by council member Hanson to adjourn the meeting. Motion passed unanimously.
