Jeff VanBuren explained that the city had too much money to just get a grant for the Fire Turnout gear so he proposed doing a Grant/USDA Loan. The Grant portion would cover $27000.00 and the loan would be for $23000.00 which could be paid in one lump sum after January 1, 2021. Motion was made by council member Anderson, seconded by council member Higgins to approve the Grant/USDA Loan application for fire turnout gear. Motion passed.

Motion was made by council member Anderson, seconded by council member Hanson to approve the loan resolution as presented by Jeff VanBuren for the USDA loan/grant for turnout gear. Motion passed. 

Motion was made by council member Anderson, seconded by council member Higgins to approve switching our annual pump service inspection from MN Pump Works to Dakota Pump Service. Motion passed unanimously.
