Price for each unit will be set a $15.00 totaling $360.00. If Tenant refuses to pay the items will need to be removed right away. Clerk is instructed to send a letter to the tenant. Motion passed unanimously. Let it be known if there is any feedback form the tenant all members of staff have been instructed to ask him to attend the next regular council meeting scheduled for January 7, 2020 at 7 p.m.

Motion was made by council member Hanson, seconded by council member Vetter to approve monthly bills totaling $17,900.74. Motion passed. Mayor Anderson and Council member Dalrymple abstained.
