Mayor Ronald Anderson called the monthly meeting to order on Tuesday, October 1, 2019 at 7:00 p.m. in the Milan Community Hall.

Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

Motion was made by council member Anderson, seconded by council member Hanson to approve September 3, 2019 meeting minutes. Motion passed unanimously.

Motion was made by council member Anderson, seconded by council member Vetter to approve September 24, 2019 @ 11 a.m. special meeting minutes. Motion passed. Hanson abstained.

Motion was made by council member Hanson, seconded by council member Anderson to approve September 24, 2019 @ 6 p.m. special meeting minutes. Motion passed unanimously.

Jim Nelson’s water report was reviewed. Motion was made by council member Vetter, seconded by council member Anderson for Jim Nelson to use his best judgement of installing baseboard heaters in the well house. Motion passed unanimously.

Concerns of the public: Residents would like to see granite fines put in the holes on the bike trail for safety. Ron Anderson to let Chris know.

Old Business:

RLF reports were reviewed.

Greg Bohl and Larry VanHout from WSN talked to Sussner Contruction about cutting cost to make the Fire Hall addition happen. The total saving they could offer would be $30,700 unless the size of the building was reduced and only add on 1200 sq ft and we could save an additional $24000 on the fire wall. Bids are good for 45 days.

Old Fire Hall limestone needs to have apoxy purchased to seal it together. Bruce and Chris are to work on this project.

Motion was made by council member Anderson, seconded by council member Dalrymple to approve the side walk cost as $10,795.00 from Gloege Concrete with a 10 year assessment at 4% interest rate. Residents Belseth, Swenson Apartment, Lokken and Anderson will pay ½ the total cost per square foot of their area replaced. Motion passed unanimously.

Clerk is to review code of conduct and make minor changes with spelling then bring back to council for approval.

Mosquito spraying is tabled until March.

Old city maintenance shop has potential to be converted in to a Fire Hall building. Josh Vetter is to bring up the idea to the Firemen.

Volleyball court will be poured the end of the month.

Crack Sealing is to be tabled until November.

Clerk is to keep working on getting rid of the car on 1st Street by Dalrymples house.

Council member Vetter has not talked to Moses about piling snow on the corner of 2nd Street and Lincoln.

Clerk brought to council’s attention that Richard Bjournjeld was having an issue with the fire bill sent out to him for a possible gas leak. Clerk has been in contact with his family and the power of attorney for Richard stated to send it to insurance. 

Motion was made by council member Anderson, seconded by council member Dalrymple to approve Resolution R10-19A in the amount of $1500 for the fire hall expansion. Motion passed unanimously.

Motion was made by council member Vetter, seconded by council member Hanson to approve Resolution R10-19B, $150 from Lions club for ADA picnic table. Motion passed unanimously.

Council set time for Maintenance to must be in Milan by 12:00 p.m. Monday through Friday. 

The Chainsaw Man in Avon (Mark Kurtz) is to replace the Viking statue by the Library. Ron Anderson and Gary Kleven to find the cost. The Cost will be paid by the Lions Club.

Clerk and Mayor are attending the League of MN Cities regional meeting in Benson on October 9, 2019 from 1p.m. to 7 p.m. Cost is $55 each.

Motion was made by council member Anderson, seconded by council member Vetter to approve ACH bills totaling $3,348.67. Motion passed unanimously.

Motion was made by council member Hanson, seconded by council member Anderson to approve monthly bills totaling $36,508.26. Motion passed unanimously.

Motion was made by council member Vetter, seconded by council member Anderson to adjourn meeting. Motion passed unanimously.
